There are approximately 900 children living in low income households here in Glen Ellyn.
The child poverty rate in DuPage County is on the rise, growing from 5.2% in 2009 to 6.5% in 2010.  As a result, the number of children living in low-income households within our geographic boundaries has grown from approximately 400 in 2008 to well over 900 projected for the 2011/2012 school year.   In addition, since 2005, World Relief DuPage (WRD) has been resettling refugee families from around the world here in Glen Ellyn and will continue to do so for the near future.  The refugee families accessing our programs are extremely low income -- making less than 30% of the median family income according to current federal guidelines. 


These children in our community are at risk.
Children from low income/immigrant and/or refugee households tend to be at greater risk of failure in school for a variety of reasons including language difficulties, limited financial resources and cultural differences.   In addition, the majority of these children come from homes where English is not the primary spoken language creating an additional hurtle to learning.  GECRC helps low-income, refugee and/or immigrant children acquire the necessary skills in academics and social interaction to move successfully through school and into adulthood.  We do this by providing free after school and summer programs which emphasize literacy and community involvement.  


The GECRC can help.
The GECRC has been providing cost-free, after-school and summer educational support services for low income children since 2002.  Our objectives remain clear and focused, to enable low income children who are at risk of academic failure to attain competencies in core literacy and life skills; to assist non-native, low income children to attain cultural literacy skills and functionally adapt to life in our community; and to assist parent/caregivers in providing educational support for their children through elementary grade levels.
